7. In order for the applications to be complete, it must be accompanied by:

A.) An official franscript of grades from the high school of the applicant.

B.) Two (2) completed recommendation forms. These recommendations can be completed by anyone
chosen by the applicant so long as they can attest to the applicant’s leadership qualities. It is up to the
applicant to make sure that all of these recommendations are submitted by the deadline date.

C.) A certified copy of the results on either the ACT or SAT. The test score will not be required if it is noted
on official franscripfts.
